These files are data from a grassland experiment performed at the USDA Grazinglands Research Laboratory near El Reno Oklahoma.  Identical flux towers were deployed into two adjacent 35 ha plots.  The northern plot was burned on 8-Mar-2005 while the southern plot was left as a control.  The plots are examples of native tall grass prairie ecosystems and had not been burned for at least 15 years.  The two flux systems are designated P2 and P3.  P2 was deployed into the burned plot and P3 was deployed in the unburned, control plot.  For more information please contact:
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
