Tonzi Ranch:

1. Fix bugs in “Daytime”, a day starts at 0:30 and ends at 23:30.
2. For overstory data, instrument problems found in the variables –  incoming PAR, Soil moisture, Precipitation, and CO2 concentration are corrected by comparing with the records at Vaira Ranch or duplicated sets of instrument at the same site.
3. To maintain complete information of overstory site, soil moisture at 0, 20, and 50 cm are added in “overstory” data site.

4. “understory” data keep the same format, and soil moisture data are replaced with corrected values.
